Wood of the Month

Typical Uses: Turnery, furniture,
flooring, kitchen utensils and decora-
tive veneers.

Add’l facts: It can be treated with
chemicals to produce a grey hare-
wood which is used for decorative
veneers and marquetry.

Norway maple is distinguished from
other maples by the milky fluid that
oozes from freshly broken leaf peti-
oles (stems). The tree leafs out and
produces seeds earlier than other
maples. Norway maple have shallow
root systems so it competes with
other plants in the landscape, includ-
ing grasses, and can cause damage

Norway Maple (Aceraceae platamoides)

to pavement in urban settings.

Also used as one of the maple varie-
ties that are used in the making of
maple syrup.
